Principles of Research (Business)

This module aims to provide students with an opportunity to explore the principles of research which
underpin investigations in a variety of applied settings. Students will critically examine the various
ontological and epistemological approaches to knowledge within their discipline and develop a
critical awareness of the ethical dilemmas.

Advanced Quantitative Data Analysis

This module aims to develop skills in quantitative data analysis to an advanced level. You will have the
opportunity to develop operational familiarity with a wide range of data management and analytic
techniques which are commonly in use in professional research.
